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Instruction Notes: The fascia, fascia cover, bumper, and adaptive cruise control bracket are 
removed and reinstalled for the baseplate installation. The tow hooks are removed and remain off for 
baseplate installation. Some drilling and trimming is required.

Place all components that are removed on a flat, sturdy surface. All items will be reinstalled unless 
otherwise noted after the baseplate is installed.  

The dimensional variations between otherwise identical vehicles can be considerable. While the 
baseplate was designed for easy installation, it may be necessary to tailor the baseplate slightly to 
compensate for vehicle manufacturer’s tolerances. 

At this time a Light Bar is recommended for this vehicle.

2.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the six (6) 
bolts from the top of the fascia.

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3b.	 GMC Models: Using a T15 Torx, remove the seven (7) bolts from the wheel well edge. Do this 
on both sides of the vehicle.











4.	 Pull back the wheel well liner. Using a 
7MM socket, remove the three (3) bolts 
from the fascia joint. Do this on both sides 
of the vehicle. 

5a.	 Chevy Models: Pull back wheel well liner. 
Using a 10MM socket, remove the one (1) 
bolt behind the fascia in front of the tire. 
Do this on both sides of the vehicle.

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7.	 GMC Models: Using a 7MM socket, 
remove the two (2) bolts, one (1) on each 
side, from the bottom of the fascia next to 
the tires.

8.	 As the fascia is removed, unplug the 
two (2) electrical connections on the 
passenger side of the vehicle.

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9.	 Using am 18MM socket and wrench, 
remove the two (2) bolts from the tow 
hook. Set tow hook aside, it will not be 
reinstalled. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle.

10.	 Using a 10MM socket, remove the bottom 
bolt (white) and loosen the top nut (gray) 
from the upper shutter housing. Do this on 
both sides of the vehicle.

(3) bolts attaching the adaptive cruise 
control (ACC) bracket to the bumper. 
Unclip wire loom from the bumper. Set 
ACC sensor with bracket out of the way 
for baseplate installation.

12.	 Using a 15MM socket, remove the six 
(6) bolts, three (3) on each side from the 
bumper. Remove bumper and set aside to 
be reinstalled later.

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13.	 Measure 1” from the bottom of the frame 
edge and draw line then draw a 1” 
straight line across as shown. Using a 
reciprocating saw trim the marked area on 
both sides of the frame. Do this on both 
sides of the vehicle.

14.	 Raise the baseplate into position. Start 
a 1/2” x 5” bolt with flat washers, spacer 
tube, and nylon nut into forward back 
hole. Rotate baseplate up to ensure that 
the frame has been trimmed enough and 
the holes line up with existing holes on the 
frame. Leave loose. Do this on both sides 
of the vehicle.

	 Note: Holes on passenger side of the 
vehicle may be slightly off as shown.

15.	 Ensure baseplate is flat flush with the 
bottom of the frame. Using a 1/2” drill bit, 
drill out the two (2) holes in the bottom 
of the frame using the baseplate at a 
template. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle.

16.	 Insert two (2) 1/2” x 1-1/2” bolts with lock 
washers and whiz nuts into bottom holes 
and tighten. Do this on both sides of the 
vehicle.

** Use Loctite® Red on all bolt threads and tighten

Using a 1/2” drill bit, ream out the existing 
holes as needed on both sides of the 
vehicle.

Attach the permanent baseplate safety 	
cables to the provided convenience link on 
the baseplate.

Additional options may 
interfere with suggested mounting; in this 
case, secure the cables to a solid piece 
of the frame as described in the General 
Information sheet. Be sure the safety 
cables do not rub against any hoses or 
moving parts.

Permanent Baseplate Safety Cable Installation
Permanent baseplate safety cables are strongly recommended when towing a vehicle with a tow bar. 
The principle function of the permanent baseplate safety cables is to prevent the towed vehicle from 
breaking loose in the event the connection between the frame of the towed vehicle and the baseplate 
fails or becomes disconnected. The cables must be connected from the baseplate to the frame rail 
or cross member of the vehicle’s frame. The illustrations below show the possible arrangements 
recommended by Blue Ox®. Each permanent baseplate safety cable must have an adequate weight 
rating for the towing system. The weight rating of the two (2) cables together will not qualify. 

Do not mount the permanent baseplate safety cables against wires, hoses or brake lines.
These permanent baseplate safety cables should remain installed as long as the baseplate is 
installed on the vehicle. Permanent baseplate safety cables are to be used in conjunction with, 
and NOT a replacement for legally required safety cables attaching the towed vehicle to the towing 
vehicle.
