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1. Remove battery cover (white). Following 
the vehicle manufacturer’s instructions, 
disconnect the battery cable. Then locate 
an area in the engine compartment to 
mount the battery disconnect switch. 
Switch should be on the same side of the 
vehicle as the battery and be able to reach 
the positive battery terminal.

2. Attach the mounting bracket to the vehicle 
using the provided 1/4” self drilling screws. 
Tighten.

 Note: If a secure location cannot be found 
to use the self drilling screws, use a 1/4” 
drill bit to drill two (2) holes and attach 
bracket to vehicle using the provided 1/4” 
hex bolts with hex nylon nuts.

3. Ensure the battery disconnect switch 
is	in	the	off	position	before	installation.	
Remove the nuts from the bolts on the 
bottom of the disconnect switch. Then 
attach the disconnect switch to the 
mounting bracket with the cables towards 
the battery. Tighten nuts using a 5/16” 
wrench and 5/32” Allen wrench.

4. Remove the main power line from the 
positive battery terminal.



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5.	 Slide	the	heat	shield	onto	first	cable	from	
the disconnect switch. Then connect the 
cable from the disconnect switch to the 
main power line using the a 5/16” bolt with 
hex nut and lock washers. One (1) washer 
should between the connectors and one 
(1)between the connector and the nut. 
Tighten with a 13MM socket and wrench.

6. Slide the heat shield over the connection. 
Using a heat gun carefully shrink the heat 
shield around the connection.

7. Run the second cable from the disconnect 
switch to the battery and attach where 
the main line was previously attached to 
complete the circuit. Tighten.

 Note: If vehicle accessories must 
be energized while towing, connect 
accessory to the positive side of the 
battery.

8. Cover disconnect switch cables with 
protective wire loom. Then secure cables 
in position with provided zip ties to prevent 
the cables from rubbing against other 
components in the engine compartment.






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8. Following the manufacturer’s instructions, reattach the negative cable to the vehicle’s battery. 
Reinstall battery cover and trim cover as needed for the cables. Test battery disconnect switch 
to ensure it is working properly. Allow for at least 30 seconds between switching from OFF to 
ON and back again.

Note: Some vehicles have two batteries. If both batteries are on an engine starting circuit a 
second BX88443 is needed, one for each battery. If only one of the batteries is on the engine
starting circuit than only one BX88443 is needed.

Before Use Instructions:
1. NEVER disconnect the battery wile the vehicle is running. A ‘check engine light’ may result which 

would need to be reset by a dealership.

2. Allow for at least a 30 second time period between switching to ON or OFF. Several newer model 
vehicles have diagnostic tests that run during initial start-up. Disrupting this may lead to a system 
malfunction.

3. When dingy towing, follow the instructions in the vehicle owner’s manual. When the manual 
instructs you to disconnect the battery, turn the battery disconnect switch to the OFF position. When 
the owner’s manual instructs you to reconnect the battery, turn the battery disconnect switch to the 
ON position. Make sure to follow the owner’s manual instructions in the proper sequence, failing to 
do so could result in damage to the vehicle’s transmission or other important vehicle systems.
