Using a putty knife, carefully 
remove the Cherokee emblem, taking caution not to 
scratch the paint.

Using a pry tool or fl at head screwdriver, remove any 
plastic clips that have remained in fender.

A. Peel two to three inches of red vinyl backing away from 
edge trim tape. Applying the adhesive side of the edge trim 
to the inner side of the outer fl are, affi x the edge trim to the 
top edge of the fl are (the portion that comes in contact with 
the vehicle).
