Hood Scoop

The material that your product is made from can 
be recycled.

Hood Scoop Installation Procedures:
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Clean the cowl grille area with the enclosed alcohol 
prep pad.

Center the Hood Scoop in place over the cowl grille
in desired orientation. 
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Maintaining part placement, begin pulling tape tabs 
while applying downward pressure to part.

Remove part and peel red liner partially from tape 
pads as shown. NOTE: Make sure tabs are folded 
toward the outside of the part and are accessible to 
pull once part is repositioned.

Once positioned, use a grease pencil to lightly trace 
around edges of part. 
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Hold the part at an angle to prevent tape from 
prematurely sticking, and align the part on the hood 
using marks made in Step 3 as a guide. NOTE: If 
necessary, lift windshield wiper out of the way.
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Press part into place. Apply 30 PSI to the taped 
areas for proper bond. The tape reaches maximum 
adhesive bond after 24 hours of contact. Do not 
wash vehicle for 24 hours.
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If desired, adhere supplied Bushwacker Domed 
labels to outside of part.
