Step 1

To ease installation, unhook the spare tire
safety strap and lower the spare tire. Remove
two bumper bolts from the bottom of each
frame rail. Remove the heat shield bolt from
the bottom of the passenger-side frame rail. If
the vehicle does not have forward-most bolts,
fishwire 1/2"-13 x 1-3/4" carriage bolts (#2)
and spacers (#7) into the holes.

Step 2

Fishwire a 1/2"-13 x 1-1/2" carriage bolt (#3)
and 1/4" spacer (#7) into the rearmost hole
on the inside of each frame rail. Raise the
trailer hitch into position and secure it with
the provided M14 hex bolts (#4), conical-
toothed washers (#6) and 1/2" serrated-
flange nuts (#5), if required.

FISHWIRE TECHNIQUE

Insert coiled end of fishwire tool through hitch
mounting hole in vehicle frame rail and out the
access hole. Pass coiled end of fishwire
through spacer and thread bolt into
coil. Kink wire to keep spacer
seperate from bolt as shown.
Pull fishwire, spacer and
bolt through frame and
out mounting hole. Use
fishwire to guide hitch during mounting and
prevent loss of bolt or spacer inside frame rail.

Step 3

Attach the provided straps (#1) to the side
plates using 1/2"-13 x 1-1/2" carriage bolts
(#3) and 1/2"-13 serrated-flange nuts (#5).
Secure the straps to the inside of the frame
rails using the remaining 1/2" flange nuts
and hardware fishwired in Step 2.

Step 4

Torque all M14 hardware to 126 ft-Ibs.
and all 1/2" hardware to 110 ft-Ibs.

Reinstall the spare tire.
