ACCESS HOLES

1. Install all hardware and spacers, as shown above. Using fishwires may help to pull hardware through holes in 
    frame rails. NOTE: Be sure 9/16" hardware is used in the vehicles rearmost mounting locations.
 
2. Raise hitch into position and attach with hex flange nuts, as shown above.
 
3. Torque all 1/2" hardware to 110 ft-lbs and all 9/16" hardware to 150 ft-lbs.
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
