Determine where the hitch side plates (not included) will be mounted 
to the vehicle's frame. Clean the surface of the frame down to the 
bare metal in each weld location. Clean off any powder coat on the 
side plates where they will be mounted to the frame and hitch center 
section (#1). Clean all powder coat from the center section where 
the side plates will be welded.

Step 2

Slide the side plates (not included) onto the hitch center section (#1) 
and raise it into position to be welded. Secure or clamp the side 
plates into position on the frame. Center the hitch center section 
between the side plates.

Weld the side plates (not included) to the frame of the vehicle 
and hitch center section (#1) to AWS welding standards. Trim 
off any excess center section beyond the side plates as needed.
