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1 If the truck does NOT have a bedliner, install the
cab/bulkhead seal (H). Clean the area where the
seal will go, as shown, with soap and water to remove
dirt and debris. Then clean the same area with isopropyl
alcohol to remove wax or grease and to evaporate any
remaing water. Allow the surface to dry, then position
the seal at the leading edge of the bulkhead. Apply
pressure to the entire seal to make sure the adhesion
is good. If the truck DOES have a bedliner, proceed to

step 2 first.
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2 Place the passenger side rail (C) on the truck bed rail with
the slotted bracket forward toward the cab/front and facing

inside. With the rail firmly placed up to the bulkhead, check that

the rail end does not interfere with closing the tailgate. NOTE:

If the rail end interferes with closing the tailgate and there is a

bed liner, trimming a notch in the bed liner with a knife or

cutting tool is required - please see step 2A.

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Be careful not to damage the truck bed.
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Trim the bedliner in the corner at
the bulkhead near the slotted
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bracket on both sides, using a knife or
cutting tool.

Make sure the rail is positioned square with the truck bed rail and firmly
pressed to the bulkhead. Start with the middle clamp (D) and place it in the

center of the rail. Tighten the bolt enough to hold the clamp in place. Make sure
the clamp is inserted all the way up into the rail and that the clamp teeth are
aligned to the rail slots to ensure a good grip.

4 Continue to make sure the rail is clamped
square with the truck bed rail and pressed
firmly to the bulkhead. Install a front clamp (D)
6-9” (152 - 229mm) from the front/cab.

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5 Place the rear clamp (D)
approximately 6” (152mm)
from the tailgate.
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Tighten the clamps (D) starting
with the middle, then the front
and rear. Always apply downward
pressure to the rail when tightening
to ensure that the rail sits flush and
seals properly. Repeat steps 2 - 6 for
i the driver side rail (B).

It is recommended that two people set

the cover assembly (A) in its folded
position with the cab panel at the front onto
the truck bed. Be careful not to damage any
seals.

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Install the two strap buckles (l) into the pre-drilled holes on the front/
cab panel. Lift the panel and insert the threaded inserts (K) from the
bottom, then thread the screws (J) down through the buckle end. Use a
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At the front/cab, fold the cab panel back and insert two mounting bolts (E) through the keyed slots on each side. When
closed, the two bolts need to be aligned with the slotted bracket of the cover rails.
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1 Install the mounting hardware

underneath the slotted bracket
on the rail. Start with the metal
washer (F), then the nylon lock nut
(G). Install two of each on each rail.
Leave the nuts snug, not tightened,
for later adjustments.

1 1 Unfold the cover (A) toward the tailgate. Made sure the cover fits squrely and
evenly between the rails. While closing the cover, ensure that the latches on
each panel engage properly with the rails. Move the cover gently side to side to
ensure even latch engagement.
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1 2 The cover’s aluminum frame should fit just inside

the tailgate, within 1/4” (6.4 mm) when the cover (A)
is properly positioned. Also the rear edge of the cover
and tailgate seal should rest on top of the tailgate.

1 3 With the cover (A) fully closed, check that the cover
panel latches on both sides make proper contact with
the side rails. Adjust the cover left to right so that both
latches have equal engagement into the side rails.
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1 4 Once the cover (A) is properly aligned, carefully open the
cover, ensuring that it remains in position. Tighten the

four lock nuts (G). Do not over-tighten the fasteners. Do

not use power tools. Check that the cover operates correctly

and the latches engage. If not, loosen the fasteners and

realign, starting from step 11. Also the tailgate latch itself

can be adjusted in the next step.
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1 5 Check for tail panel latch engagement. Check to see that both tail panel latches make proper contact with the side rails.

If the tail panel latches do not contact properly, you can manually adjust the latch positions. Remove the small panel
screw and slide the end cover off of the latch assembly. Loosen the latch screws (remove and tighten screws by hand only)
and slide the latch pall assembly to contact the rail. Check and adjust on both sides. Tighten the screws and replace the cover
and cover screw.

Opening the cover

Open the tailgate and reach under the driver’s side of the
tail panel for the rotary handle. Rotate the handle to release
both latches. Lift the panel to open. The remaining panels
open by pulling on the cable under each panel.
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Securing the cover
Bring the straps from around the back of the panel and snap the ends to the front of the panels. This will keep the folded
panels in place and secure. Be sure to strap and snap on both sides of the cover.

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WARRANTY COVERAGE

This truck bed cover is warrantied against defects in materials or workmanship as follows. This warranty is void if the
product has been damaged in an accident, or due to neglect, unforeseeable use, improper installation, improper servicing,
or other cause not arising out of defects in material or workmanship.

The truck bed cover carries a limited warranty for five (5) years from the original date of purchase,
subject to the terms below.

WARRANTY IS NOT TRANSFERABLE
The warranty is to the initial consumer purchasing the truck bed cover and it is not transferrable to a subsequent end user.
Proof of purchase may be required to enforce these warranty rights.

WARRANTY CONDITIONS
Failure to follow these care and use instructions will void the warranty.

Clean with mild automotive soap and water only.

Cover must be secured at all points when vehicle is in motion. When not fully extended, cover must be completely
folded up and secured at the cab with the provided buckle straps and tethers attached. Do NOT drive with the bed cover
in a partially open position.

Check all clamps and retention mechanisms for tightness after a week of driving following installation (or re-installation)
of the cover and periodically thereafter.

Before opening, cover must be free of all foreign materials including snow and ice.

Do NOT tow your vehicle from the rear with the cover on your vehicle. If towing from the rear is required, the cover
MUST be removed from the vehicle and properly stored.

WARRANTY PERFORNMANCE

If all warranty conditions are met, a defective truck bed cover or hardware component will either be repaired or replaced
(at our option). We reserve the right, for any warranty, to substitute a newer model or bed cover having similar form
and function, to offer a warranty discount on an entire replacement system, and/or provide remedies other than those
mentioned in this document.

WARRANTY PROCESS

A Return Authorization number must be obtained from our Customer Service Department prior to returning any product.
We may require the original item to be returned postage prepaid for final determination. Shipping charges will apply for
any repair or replacement. Other than postage or shipping charges, no charge will be made for repair or replacement
under this warranty.
