HONDA RIDGELINE INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 2: Mount brackets on driver and passenger sides using the factory installed M6 Shoulder bolts. Do not fully tighten 
these bolts, just tighten them finger tight.

STEP 1: Using a T-30 torx wrench, remove the three factory installed M6 Shoulder bolts from both the driver and 
passenger side box as shown.

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STEP 6: Tighten all fasteners.  Repeat steps 1-5 on driver’s side.

STEP 5: Push the rail against the truck bed and tighten 
the pan head bolts.

STEP 4: With everything loosely assembled tighten all six 
M6 Shoulder bolts making the bracket tight to the 
truck bed, leaving the rails able to move.

STEP 3: Fasten driver and passenger rails using (#4) Flat Hd. screw 1/4” -20 x 3/4”  and (#5) 1/4” flat washers and 
(#6) 1/4”-20 Hex Nylon lock nuts. But leave bolts loose.
